CLUB RULES

Members and visitors must always respect Club property and facilities.

Good manners and a sporting spirit should be practised at all times. Racquet or ball abuse is not
permitted. Consideration for other members and visitors is to be shown at all times both on and off
the court. Swearing and abusive language or behaviour will not be tolerated.

The procedure for court booking, as set out in this handbook and on the website, is to be followed at
all times. Abuse of these rules may result in the suspension of court booking privileges.

Only plastic drinking utensils may be brought on court. Smoking on court is strictly forbidden, as is
chewing gum. Refuse such as empty ball-cans and chewing gum should be disposed of in the bins
before commencing play.

Outdoor courts should not be swept after a heavy shower, as they should be allowed to drain.

Cycling or the use of scooters or motorbikes on pathways is strictly prohibited, and are not allowed
inside court areas but rather should be parked safely and locked.

Tennis bags and equipment must not be taken into the bar area or left in the hall.

CLUB DRESS CODE

The appropriate tennis attire is, as follows:

e Predominantly white (75%) tennis top, socks and shoes

e Any colour shorts, skirts, % lengths or tracksuit bottoms are permitted provided they are
designed and manufactured as tennis attire and worn with a predominantly white tennis top

e Infringement of the dress code should be reported to the Office Administrator, who shall
send a note of reminder to the offender

e A second infringement of the dress code shall be followed by a two week suspension and a
€25 fine payable to a charity of the Club’s choosing.

Juniors: The same dress code applies to juniors as to seniors with the exception that juniors engaged
in social tennis may wear any predominantly white t-shirt. In club competitions or when
representing the club, juniors must abide by the same dress code as senior members.

The term “predominantly” means greater than 75%. The club dress code excludes the wearing of
football tops and togs, basketball tops and shorts, beach or surfing shorts or any other articles of

clothing that has not been designed as tennis attire.

All members of the Club are expected to abide by the dress code when paying in the Club or when
representing the Club in other tournaments or leagues.

Club Gear: A range of ladies and children’s Club tennis gear is available for purchase through the
Club. Contact Gay in the Office for further details. Men’s Club tennis gear is also on display, and is
available through Cormac Dunne’s sports shop in Dunboyne.
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COURT BOOKING RULES

Members can book indoor and outdoor courts up to 5 days in advance on line.

The booking release time on the 5th day will be when the booking time slot has passed the
current day's time.

When booking a court you must indicate by “Tick Box” whether it is “Social” or “Coaching”.

Families will have a maximum of three passwords. Two will be in the parents’ names and one in
the name of a junior family member. Any family member may use any of these passwords.

Family Membership with students over 18 years of age will have a password for these adults.
Individual junior members will have a password.
Every single password is entitled to book 1 indoor court slot in one 5-day period.

‘Taster members’ will not have a booking password and can only book an outdoor court. This
can be done through Gay in the office.

Members may only cancel a court up to one time session (1hr 15min) before it’s booked and
intended use.

We ask and encourage Members using the indoors courts to text 085 120 3832 if they see an
indoor court unoccupied whether booked or not.

If a member has booked a court and does not turn up they will be texted for an explanation. If
the explanation is deemed unacceptable by the Executive, this will be deemed a first strike. A
second strike will incur a 10 days loss of booking privileges for the indoor courts with
immediate effect. A third and subsequent strike will incur a 20 day loss of privileges.

It is not permitted to use another member’s password for court booking except within the
immediate family. The same sanctions outlined for “not turning up” (see 11) will apply to this
action.

The following restrictions apply to indoor court bookings on Saturdays and Sundays between
the hours of 10am and 4.15pm:

Court A can be booked for use by Juniors & Seniors (No Coaching)

Court B can be booked for use by Juniors & Seniors (Coaching permitted)

Court C can only be booked for use by Seniors (No Coaching)

However, where any of these courts are vacant they may be used by Juniors, Seniors and
Coaching by any Member present.



TENNIS FLOODLIGHTS

The floodlights on courts 4 - 7 are configured to light in pairs, with courts 5 and 6 and courts 4 and 7
coming on together. For optimum lighting quality, courts 5 and 6 should be lit first. The extra lights
for courts 4 and 7 complement the lights for courts 5 and 6.

The lights on courts 8, 9, 10 are designed so that court 9 can be lit on its own; with the remaining
lights give full lighting on all three courts.

Except for indoors, if the lights are allowed to go out, they can take up to 10 minutes to come on
again.

The following procedure should be followed: Book only at the booking times and arrive well in
advance of the time booked. If the lights are already on, check the time left on the meter. If it does
not seem that the lights will go out at the correct time, consult the players. When your time is up,
leave the court promptly, as the next person will have added time to the lights.

Internal Club Competitions

The Club holds three main Championships throughout the year which are open to players of all
levels: the Spring Championships in April; the Club Championships in September and the Senior
Championships [over 35/over 45] in October. Play consists of singles, doubles and mixed doubles
competitions, and partners can be requested if required. Please check the calendar and club
website for exact dates. Closing dates for entry are generally 2 weeks in advance.

Other popular events are the Men’s Doubles and Ladies Doubles Team Tennis (January — February)
and the Mixed Doubles Team Tennis (April — May). Partners can also be requested for these events,
which are slightly different as there is a team aspect attaching. All levels are catered for and the
entry fee is €25 for 5 nights of tennis and a prize giving and social night on the finals night.

Leaques

Dublin Lawn Tennis Council (DLTC) leagues have always been well represented by our Club and all
members are encouraged to represent their club. Notices are posted in advance on the club website
so you can signify your availability to play.

Winter League: Played January - March, typically 4 ladies and 6 men’s teams, each with 3 doubles
pairings.

Summer League: Played May — June, typically 6 ladies and 6 men’s teams, each with 3 singles and 2
doubles pairings.

Senior League: Played September — October, typically 4 ladies and 5 men’s teams, each with 3
doubles pairings

Floodlight League: Played October — November, typically 4 ladies and 5 men’s teams. Each team
comprises of four players, with a draw_on each night of play for two singles and one doubles match.
